e \When done, glue the rest of the paper plate to the
bowl on the open side. (This will create the base of
the hat. Let dry.)

e Once dry, have explorers paint the hat, decorate, etc.
and let dry again

e Hole punch two holes, one on each side of the hat,
where you will tie a string to. (Staple or glue the string
In place to reinforce the knot tied.) This will keep the
hat from falling off the explorer's heads

e When finished with their hats, kids can wear these if
they choose.
